CLEMENTS HIGH SCHOOL STUDENTS TAKE FEINSTEIN CHALLENGE
& HOST “TUNE-OUT HUNGER” MUSIC FESTIVAL

(Stafford, TX—March 27, 2006) — Did you know that 14 million Americans are going hungry? For the
ninth straight year, philanthropist, Alan Shawn Feinstein will divide $1 million among hunger
fighting agencies nationwide using it to help them raise funds during March and April. Clements
High School PALS (Peer Assistance and Leadership Students) has accepted the Feinstein
Challenge is helping East Fort Bend Human Needs Ministry, tune-out hunger locally. As part of
their Youth In Philanthropy project, the students are organizing and hosting a "Tune-Out Hunger"
Music Fest that will help raise money, collect canned goods and non-perishable items, and raise
awareness of the growing need for support of the less-fortunate families and individuals that live in
our community. The event is scheduled for Saturday, April 8" from 4:00 — 7:00 p.m. at the
Clements High School auditorium. Admission is $5 per person with discounts available for
bringing canned goods. Three cans will give you a $1 discount with a $2 discount limit.
Concession will also be available at the event. The Tune-Out Hunger Music Fest will feature
twenty-three bands, performers and dancers from Clements and the local community. The Youth
In Philanthropy program is sponsored by the George Foundation and the Fort Bend Chamber of
Commerce.

During the months of March and April, all cash, checks, online donations and food items donated
to the East Fort Bend Human Needs Ministry will be counted as part of this great challenge. Food
items will be valued at $1.00 per item. Because of the food provided last year by the Ministry’s
Interfaith Food Pantry in Stafford, 15,844 children did not go hungry and 2,534 people were able
to celebrate Thanksgiving and Christmas with a traditional turkey dinner.

For the past 16 years, East Fort Bend Human Needs Ministry, Inc. has been tuning-out hunger
in the community in a variety of ways. The Ministry’s programs are staffed primarily by
volunteers who, in 2005, contributed 10,219 volunteer hours to the Interfaith Food Pantry and
Financial Assistance programs, valued at $173,723! Last year, The Ministry’s Interfaith Food
Pantry also helped 39,757 residents of East Fort Bend County and hurricane evacuees with food
valued at $486,061, and provided over $119,000 of Financial Assistance to 640 families in a
temporary financial crisis. The crises often result from illness, temporary loss of employment,
family breakdown, and lack of resources.
